They will make their final 
decision once they have analysed the 
results of the public consultation.

The measures we need to take are far from 
impossible.  However, those who exercise 
political power have not been prepared to 
provide the necessary political leadership.

This is where political engagement is 
vital since only Governments have the 
authority and resources to deliver the 
transformation needed.
